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~ UNIVERSITY OF B.C. SCHOLARSHIPS

The following ILWU scholarships are administered through the University of British Columbia (UBC). They
are offered to active members, dependents, sons and daughters of members in good standing with the
International Longshore and Warehouse Union. They are normally awarded to students attending UBC, the
University of Victoria, Simon Fraser University, the BC Institute of Technology, any Regional College in BC or a
Private Career Training Institution Agency (PCTIA).
