We write this submission out of deep concern over the National Marine Industrial

Council (NMIC) and a consultation process the government has set in motion without any intent to alert, inform or engage Canada’s maritime labour movement.

Both the formation of the NMIC and its guiding document, A Marine Blueprint for a

Stronger Future, leave us deeply troubled.
To state the obvious at the outset, we do not object to any group lobbying on behalf of its constituents. Such is the system in Ottawa. We do, however, object to strategic alliances that are formulated, sanctioned and funded partially or wholly by government to the exclusion of other stakeholders in Canada's marine transportation infrastructure. In particular, we do not accept that the NMIC, in its present form, should be the primary forum at which Canada's Marine Transportation Strategy is decided, particularly when the decisions flowing from such a forum impact the stakeholders who have been excluded from the process. This is, in a word, unacceptable.


The formation of the NMIC is ill conceived, inappropriate and destructive to the

interests of Canada and its marine workers, to the marine environment and to

Canada's safety, security and long established commercial practices.
